A: Arizona is on Mountain Standard Time year round. We do not observe Daylight Savings Time.
Currently California and Nevada (PDT) are the same as Arizona. Utah and New Mexico (MDT) are one hour ahead.

Q: How do | pay the $40.00 donation?
A: Pay at the registration table when you arrive. We appreciate cash (folding money) but can take a check, payable
to Kingman Lodge 22.

Q: What is the location and venue?
A: Hualapai Mountain Park - 6250 Hualapai Mountain Rd, Rec Area 1, Kingman, AZ 86401. (928) 681-5700

Q: Do | need to bring an Apron?
A: Nope. We provide “Picnic Aprons.” It keeps BBQ sauce off your nice Apron.

Q: How far is the Outdoor Degree from Kingman?
A: From the corner of Stockton Hill Road and Andy Devine Ave/Route 66 it is a 12 mile drive (15 minutes).

Q: What is the dress code?
A-1: Are you kidding? In Kingman? This is the Wild West. Ain’t changed much. Boots and Jeans or other really comfortable

attire. Dress like a2 BBQ in your own back yard, Casual. Brownie points for the biggest cowboy belt buckle.

A-2: Serious note: Weather is usually pretty darn nice. But the venue is at 6,200 feet. Morning can be cold. Dress in
layers. An afternoon thunderstorm is possible. Better to have it and not need it than need it and not have it.
